God says to 

Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Moses, David, Elijah, Jehoshaphat, Isaiah, Jeremiah, Daniel, Haggi. 

Interestingly enough almost as many times as it says “fear not”, it is followed by “for I am with 

you.”  When Jesus is teaching about how the Holy Spirit is coming He says: “I will not leave you 

as orphans; I will come to you.” (John 14:18).  We are not alone.  Jesus is with us, the Father 

watches over us, the Holy Spirit has filled us.
